This fixture has been
designed to perform reliably for years when the guidelines in this booklet are
followed.

The
International Protection (IP) rating system is commonly expressed as "IP" (Ingress
Protection) followed by two numbers (i.e. IP65) where the numbers define the
degree of protection. The first digit (Foreign Bodies Protection) indicates the
extent of protection against partficles entering the fixture and the second digit
(Water Protection) indicates the extent of protection against water entering the
fixture. An IP65 rated lighting fixture is one, which has been designed and tested
to protect against the ingress of dust (6) and high-pressure water jets from any
direction (5).

3. Push back retention clip and slide GEL FRAME down into GEL FRAME HOLDER.

Be sure to aftach
an appropriate Safety Cable (not included) to the fixture using the safety cable
rigging point integrated into the back of the fixture.

The fixture comes with an easy to navigate system menu. The control panel (see
image below) located on the front the fixture provides access to the main system
menu and is where all necessary system adjustments are made to the fixture. During
normal operation, pressing MODE button once will access the fixture's main menu.
Once in the main menu you can navigate through the different functions and
access the sub-menus with the UP and DOWN buttons. Once you reach a field that
requires adjusting, press the ENTER button to activate that field and use the UP and
DOWN buttons to adjust the field. Pressing the ENTER button once more will confirm
your setfing. You may exit the main menu at any time without making any
adjustments by pressing the MODE/ESC button.

LCD CONTROL PANEL LOCKOUT FEATURE

When the Key Lock menu (Function | LCD. Set | Key Lock) is set to ON (default
setting); the LCD control panel display will turn OFF and become LOCKED after
non-use. To UNLOCK, press the ENTER button followed by pressing and holding the
MODE button until the LCD control panel display is UNLOCKED.

When the Key Lock menu is set to ON1 and is LOCKED, follow these steps to UNLOCK:

When locked, the display will show: LOCKED*****
