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Pocket Pro Mounting

When installing the unit, the trussing or area of installation must be able to hold 10 times the weight
without any deformation. When installing the unit must be secured with a secondary safety attach-
ment, e.g. and appropriate safety cable. Never stand directly below the unit when mounting, remov-
ing, or servicing the unit.

Overhead mounting requires extensive experience, including calculating working load limits, installa-
tion material being used, and perodic safety inspection of all installation material and unit. If you lack
these qualifications, do not attempt the installation yourself.

The installaiton should be checked by a skilled person once a year.
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The Pocket Pro is fully operational in three different mounting posi-tions, hanging upside-down from
a ceiling, mounted sideways on trussing, or set on a flat level surface.

Screw one clamp via a M12 screw and nut to the included bracket. Attach the bracket using the in-
cluded screws to the bottom of the Pocket Pro. Pull the safety-cable through the side holes located

underneath the handles. Run the safety cable over the trussing system or a safe fixation spot. Insert
the end in the carabine and tighten the safety screw.
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Pocket Pro DMX Set Up

Power Supply: The ADJ Pocket Pro contains a automatic voltage switch, which will auto sense the
voltage when it is plugged into the power source. With this switch there is no need to worry about
the correct power voltage, this unit can be plugged in anywhere.

DMX-512: DMX is short for Digital Multiplex. This is a universal protocol used by most lighting and
controller manufactures as a form of communication between intelligent fixtures and controllers. A
DMX controller sends DMX data instructions from the controller to the fixture. DMX data is sent as
serial data that travels from fixture to fixture via the DATA “IN” and DATA “OUT” XLR terminals locat-
ed on all DMX fixtures (most controllers only have a DATA “OUT” terminal).

DMX Linking: DMX is a language allowing all makes and models of different manufacturers to be
linked together and operate from a single controller, as long as all fixtures and the controller are DMX
compliant.

To ensure proper DMX data transmission, when using several DMX fixtures try to use the shortest
cable path possible. The order in which fixtures are connected in a DMX line does not influence the
DMX addressing. For example; a fixture assigned a DMX address of 1 may be placed anywhere in

a DMX line, at the beginning, at the end, or anywhere in the middle. Therefore, the first fixture con-
trolled by the controller could be the last fixture in the chain. When a fixture is assigned a DMX ad-
dress of 1, the DMX controller knows to send DATA assigned to address 1 to that unit, no matter
where it is located in the DMX chain.

Data Cable (DMX Cable) Requirements (For DMX and Primary/Secondary Operation): The
Pocket Pro can be controlled via DMX-512 protocol. The Pocket Pro two DMX channel modes; 11
channel mode & 13 channel mode. The DMX address is set using the controls on the front panel of
the unit. Your unit and your DMX controller require a approved DMX-512 110 Ohm Data cable for
data input and data output (Figure 1). We recommend Accu-Cable DMX cables. If you are making
your own cables, be sure to use standard 110-120 Ohm shielded cable (This cable may be pur-
chased at almost all professional sound and lighting stores). Your cables should be made with a
male and female XLR connector on either end of the cable. Also remember that DMX cable must be
daisy chained and cannot be split.
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Pocket Pro DMX Set Up

Notice: Be sure to follow figures two and three when making your own cables. Do not use the
ground lug on the XLR connector. Do not connect the cable’s shield conductor to the ground lug
or allow the shield conductor to come in contact with the XLR’s outer casing. Grounding the shield
could cause a short circuit and erratic behavior.

Special Note: Line Termination. When longer runs of cable are used, you may need to use a ter-
minator on the last unit to avoid erratic behavior. A terminator is a 110-120 ohm 1/4 watt resistor
which is connected between pins 2 and 3 of a male XLR connector (DATA + and DATA -). This unit is
inserted in the female XLR connector of the last unit in your daisy chain to terminate the line. Using a
cable terminator (ADJ part number Z-DMX/T) will decrease the possibilities of erratic behavior.

Termination reduces signal errors and
avoids signal transmission problems
and interference. It is always advisable
to connect a DMX terminal, (Resistance
120 Ohm 1/4 W) between PIN 2 (DMX-)
and PIN 3 (DMX +) of the last fixture. Figure 4

5-Pin XLR DMX Connectors. Some manufactures use 5-pin XLR connectors for DATA transmission
in place of 3-pin. 5-pin XLR fixtures may be implemented in a 3-pin XLR DMX line. When inserting
standard 5-pin XLR connectors in to a 3-pin line a cable adaptor must be used, these adaptors are
readily available at most electric stores. The chart below details a proper cable conversion.

System Menu: When making adjustments press ENTER to confirm your setup then press and
hold the MENU button for at least 3 seconds. To exit without making any adjustments press
the MENU button. The display will lock after 30 seconds, press the MENU button for 3 seconds
to unlock.

DMX Address - DMX Address Setting.

1. Press the either the MENU, UP, or DOWN buttons until “DMX Address” is displayed, press
ENTER.

Using approved DMX data cables, daisy chain your units together via the XLR connector on the
rear of the units. Remember the male XLR connector is the input and the Female XLR
connector is the output. The first unit in the chain (Primary) will use the female XLR connector
only. The last unit in the chain will use the male XLR connector only. For longer cable runs we
suggest the use of a terminator on the last unit.

On the Primary unit press the MENU button until “Pri/Sec Mode” is displayed, and press ENTER.
Use the UP and DOWN buttons to scroll to the “Pri” setting and press ENTER.

After setting the Primary unit to the primary setting find your desired operating mode.

On the secondary units press the MENU button until “Pri/Sec Mode” is displayed, and press

The gobos in this unit are interchangable. Please be very careful when replacing the gobo. 4
Gobos are included.

Caution! Never open the unit when in use. Always disconnect the main power before attempt-
ing to change the gobos.

1. To change a gobo, rotate the moving head so that the single middle screw is pointing up. Unscrew
the single middle screw.

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Pocket Pro Head Casing Removal

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Pocket Pro Fuse Replacement

Disconnect the power and remove the unit’s power cord. Once the cord has been removed locate
the fuse holder above the power connection. Using a phillips head screwdriver, unscrew the fuse
holder. Remove the bad fuse and replace with a new one. Screw the fuse holder back into place.

Pocket Pro Cleaning

Due to fog residue, smoke, and dust cleaning the internal and external optical lenses and mirror
should be carried out periodically to optimize light output. Cleaning frequency depends on the
environment in which the fixture operates (i.e. smoke, fog residue, dust, dew). In heavy club use we
recommend cleaning on a monthly basis. Periodic cleaning will ensure longevity, and crisp output.

Use normal glass cleaner and a soft cloth to wipe down the outside casing.
Use a brush to wipe down the cooling vents and fan grill.

Clean the external optics with glass cleaner and a soft cloth every 20 days.
Clean the internal optics with glass cleaner and a soft cloth every 30-60 days.
Always be sure to dry all parts completely before plugging the unit back in.

1. Be sure the external fuse has not blown. The fuse is located on the rear panel of the unit.
